audience with a crucial question: What problems do YOU perceive?

The talk will feature an exploration of recent news items and demonstrations to illustrate
the potential risks associated with NLP applications. | will foster an interactive
environment, encouraging participants to share their perspectives on the challenges
posed by generative Al. Importantly, | will approach this dialogue without assuming a
background in NLP, making the discussion accessible to a diverse audience.

The presentation aims to stimulate critical reflections on the implications of Generative
Al, particularly for those who do not get to decide how these technologies are
developed. It questions how much trust we should place in them. As we collectively
navigate the evolving landscape of artificial intelligence, this talk serves as an
opportunity to explore, question, and gain a nuanced understanding of the risks inherent

in this rapidly advancing technology.

Manageable outcomes - ecological thoughts on action side-effects and the challenges of
surveillance

All actions have vast amount of side effects - most of which we will never ever
understand or know about. The famous butterfly effect is an extreme expression of this
fact. Can we think of the consequences of surveillance in a similar way as butterfly
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effects of sorts? Certainly it is the case that many consequences of surveillances are
unknown to us. But surveillance data is often used precisely to target the subject that
originated these behavioral and personally identifiable data. Hence the consequences of
surveyed actions typically involve targeted changes to our future spaces of action that
are rather different from butterfly effects.

Drawing on ecological psychology, | shall discuss the nature of the surveyed affordance
space as well as the downstream spaces in which the data flows are used e.g. for
personalized content and suggest that these pose new challenges to our agency. The
question is if the unmanageable, yet personally significant side-effects of actions
present new problems for intentional and responsible agency.

Towards a 'citizen' computer science: ethical and epistemological perspectives

Al systems and automated decision-making tool based on algorithms (and fuelled by big
data) are being adopted in several public/private contexts (education, courts, public
administration, healthcare etc).

Humans will increasingly sacrifice their autonomy, freedom, privacy, power and control
over choices. Yet, due to "black box" tools, public trust on Al and acceptance of Al and
algorithmic decisions/predictions underlying on-going processes of digital transformation
and datafication of societies is doubtful.

In this paper, | argue that some major challenges to the above can fruitfully be
addressed by devising a value-laden, inclusive and participatory approach to the ethical
design of Al and fair predictive algorithms - a Citizen Computer Science (CCS) stance -
that entails combining a philosophically sophisticated view (procedural ethics,
value-sensitive design) and pragmatic solutions to actively engage diverse stakeholders
(expert/scientists, non-expert/non-scientists) at all stages of the design process
(conceptual, empirical and, technical phases). This novel view demands genuine
interdisciplinarity (philosophy, STS, participatory design, computer science, Al
optimization modelling) and is quite original since Al and algorithms are barely produced
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so far by involving end users, potential recipients or, the public.

The CCS will contribute to the spread of ethical and democratic science practices in the
digital era. Indeed, while bridging the gap between theory and practice, it will help to
deliver more explainable and trustworthy Al and fairer algorithms truly inspired by the
(epistemic/non-epistemic) values of interdisciplinarity, co-development, cooperation,
transparency, accountability, and fairness-equity. This construal will deliver scientific
standards and guidelines for more sustainable, responsible, human-centered and
society-oriented Al and digital innovation that so, can fulfil global/EU development goals
and recently established Eu digital rights.

Technology has been shown to be value-laden and able to be a significant co-dynamic in
the creation of moral changes (Mittelstadt et al 2016; Swierstra 2011, 2013). Moral
change, however, can have varying scopes and characters, such as individual moral
developments, reformations, and revolutions (Buchanan and Powell 2018; Baker 2019;
Eriksen 2020). Whether technology can be a main dynamic in moral revolutions is still
an open question in the field of moral philosophy, as authors writing on moral
revolutions have mainly focused on other change creating dynamics, such as changing
honour codes, the work of moral visionaries and activists, the role of culture,
colonization, and the demands of continued human co-work (e.g., Appiah 2010;
Pleasants 2010, 2018; Kumar and Campbell 2016; Buchanan and Powell 2018; Baker
2019; Eriksen 2020; Kitcher 2011, 2021). Several of these authors do, however,
recognize and point to roles for technology in the creation of moral revolutions (Appiah
2010; Baker 2013, 2019), but so far, the issue has not been explored to any great
theoretical or empirical depth (Hopster 2021). In this talk, | present my ideas for how to
investigate whether technology can be a main dynamic in moral revolutions by looking
at a what can be termed an ongoing moral experiment, namely the introduction of
digital technologies used for automated decision making and decision support in the
public administration in Denmark.

In this talk | will, drawing on game theory insights, argue that given the
theoretical commitments that advocates of Situational Crime Prevention adhere to,
there are theoretical reasons to believe that the measures they promote could in fact
accelerate the development of such fortress societies. Several objections to this game
theoretical argument will then be considered and ultimately, rejected. However, it is
then argued that even if the use of certain Situational Crime Prevention measures under
certain conditions may indeed generate fortress societies, this might not be an ethically

undesirable outcome.

Trump is a significant brand for
fake news: The election has been stolen!

In contemporary political philosophy, sufficientarianism is often interpreted as a
minimalist, or partial, account of justice. This is unfortunate, because sufficientarianism
holds the potential for being a comprehensive theory of distributive justice. And while
there is no shortage of books on egalitarian theory, there are very few books dedicated
to exploring sufficientarianism as a theory of justice. This book aims to fill this gap. The
book develops and defends a novel version of sufficientarianism as a theory of
distributive justice. The overall argument of the book is threefold: (i) that we should
distinguish between the philosophical project of justifying sufficiency as an ideal of
justice and the political project of identifying the sufficiency threshold; (ii) that the
justificatory project is most plausible when sufficientarianism is interpreted as a certain
complex multiple-threshold view, which | call, “the umbel view”; and (iii) that we can
only successfully pursue the political project involved in identifying the threshold by
consulting the empirics on real-world deficiency.

However, issues of overdiagnosis within psychiatry have been much less
studied. In this talk, | will argue that problematic diagnostic practices within psychiatry
can lead to overdiagnosis of mental disorders, which constitute instances of
hermeneutic injustice.

Rather than
moving further along the fruitless route of resolving the problem from the perspective of
entitlement holders, | argue that an account of fair profiting will be more likely to explain
when and why it is justified to allow publicly funded treatment for rare diseases.

Gated communities and the ethics of displacement and unequal protection from crime

The aim is to present and critically discuss two general and often mentioned objections
to the establishment of gated communities. First, | will present and critically discuss
different versions of the objection that establishing a gated community just leads to
displacement of crime, and that this is morally bad. Second, | will examine different
versions of the objection that the existence of gated communities leads to a distribution
of crime in society, which is unequal and therefore unfair. One way to understand the
type of unfairness is in terms of unequal access to protection from crime. | try to show
that, everything else being equal, certain forms of displacement are morally wrong,
while others are morally right. Second, | argue that when displacement is morally wrong,
those who established the GC, or who live in it have not done something that is morally
wrong. Third, | explain that it is easy to conflate the two moral objections mentioned
above, but that we should be careful not to do so. Fourth, | also try to break some new
ground on the ethics of Gated communities when it comes to ethical concerns about
unequal protection from crime. | argue that the egalitarian ideal, which says, crudely,
that all citizens should have an equal level of protection from crime, is both
underdeveloped and morally problematic.

A new theory of predictive processing. This begs a question about the predicting agency
and about the concept of prediction itself. Predictions are propositions that by definition
bear truth-value. An account of truth-value in relation to predictions therefore is of
importance to make a logical estimation of predictions. Truth itself is a contested notion,
maybe only useful for its practical applications and not for its epistemological value - its
ontological status being uncertain.
The theory of the ‘predictive processing’ brain originates with Andy Clark’s account,
and the basis for a critique comes from Husserl’s phenomenology, cognitive conception
of language, and enactivist description of human being-in-the-world.

In this talk, | discuss the various strands of my research that collectively and in different
ways try to answer the questions of what it means to be human in light of new
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technological developments. Through examples of some of the implications
technological systems can have for humans | argue for the importance of the uniquely

The
study considers distinctions like trivial/nontrivial machines and
autopoietic/non-autopoietic systems, suggesting Al could be either a trivial machine with
artificial communication or an autopoietic system structurally coupled with other system

levels.
